Teachers will
receive free admission into the UNC Humanities seminar fiPresidential Leadership in Times of Crisis,0 in which
three historians will consider the challenges faced by Franklin Delano Roosevelt, George W. Bush, and Richard
Nixon, with comparisons to the present challenges Barack Obama faces. Participants will explore the actions these
presidents undertook, the constraints they faced, and what lessons we might take from the past. Presenters will
explore topics such as FDR and the Great Depression, George W. Bush and the War on Terror, and Richard Nixon
and Vietnam. The program will culminate with a panel discussion on presidential reactions to crisis.

After attending the seminar, teachers will receive interactive training and lesson plans on presidential leadership
and related topics created by the NG Givic Education Consortium. These lessons are designed for easy
implementation in the US History classroom; however, the training is open to any current middle or high school
educator interested in teaching about presidential responses to critical times.
