Sale of Landfill Equipment by Electronic Public Auction

Requested/Proposed

The Finance and Public Works Subcommittee recommends declaring a 1999 Aljon 91K Compactor and a 1998 Caterpillar D5M XL Crawler Dozer as surplus and authorize the sale by electronic public auction.

Background

The 1999 Compactor and 1998 Crawler Dozer were recently replaced with new equipment and are no longer needed for the landfill operation.  The 1999 Compactor has an estimated value of $50,000; the 1998 Crawler Dozer has an estimated value of $35,000 - $50,000. The net proceeds from this sale will return to the Solid Waste Enterprise Fund.

Review

General Statute 160A-270 allows public agencies to conduct electronic auctions for the sale of real or personal property.  An advertisement is required that describes the property to be sold and the electronic address where information to participate in the bidding process may be found.

Catawba County has been using GovDeals.com electronic auction service to sell items since August 2003.  Landfill equipment is a popular item listed on GovDeals by governmental entities across the United States.  GovDeals will assist in printing flyers and contacting previous bidders for similar equipment.

 DECLARATION OF SURPLUS PERSONAL PROPERTY AND AUTHORIZING THE SALE BY ELECTRONIC PUBLIC AUCTION

WHEREAS, G.S. 160A-270 allows the Catawba County Board of Commissioners to sell personal property at public auction upon adoption of a resolution authorizing the approval officer to dispose of property at public auction;

WHEREAS, the following property is no longer needed for any governmental use by Catawba County:

1998 Caterpillar D5M XL Crawler dozer

1999 Aljon 91K Compactor

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the County to sell items by electronic public auction at www.govdeals.com beginning 8:00 a.m., January 30, 2006 and ending at 4:00 p.m., February 6, 2006;

WHEREAS, be it resolved, by the Catawba County Board of Commissioners that the Purchasing Agent is authorized to sell by electronic auction at www.govdeals.com beginning at 8:00 a.m., January 30, 2006 and ending at 4:00 p.m., February 6, 2006;

WHEREAS, items to be sold as is, all sales final, cash or certified check only;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Commissioners hereby declares said property as surplus and authorizes the Purchasing Agent to sell said property at electronic public auction to the highest bidder.
