LIMITED CUSTODY ORDER

It Appearing to the Court that
1.  Durham County Department of Social Services, (Durham DSS) needs a signed order reflecting that it has custody of the above-named child for purposes of funding, placement and/or obtaining information or services from other agencies, including school registration and enrollment.
2.  Entry of this limited order is in the best interests of the above-named child rather than unnecessarily disclose otherwise confidential information or delaying until the completion of a more comprehensive order.

4. Continuing in the home of the parent is contrary to the welfare of the child.

It Is Therefore Ordered As Follows:

1.  The above named child is placed in the nonsecure custody of Durham DSS for placement in foster care or therapeutic placement as medically necessary.  The child shall remain in detention until an appropriate placement is located and he can be safely transported.
2.  This order shall continue in effect until otherwise modified by the court.
