Right of Entry Pre-Test for Health Directors
1.
An EHS may obtain an administrative inspection warrant from:


a.
A judge only.


b.
A judge or magistrate only.


c.
A judge, magistrate, or clerk of court.

d.
A magistrate or clerk of court only.

2.
An administrative inspection warrant:

a.
must be executed by an EHS within 48 hours after the warrant was issued.

b.
must be supported by probable cause to believe that a criminal violation of a health or sanitation law has occurred.

c.
allows an EHS to conduct an inspection without obtaining the consent of the person who owns or rents the property.

d.
must be executed by a law enforcement officer.
3.
The curtilage:
a.
is the area immediately surrounding a business that may not be entered without consent of the owner of the business or an administrative inspection warrant.

b.
always is defined as the area between a fence surrounding a home and the home itself.

c.
is the area, closely connected with the home, that serves the daily needs of the home’s occupants.

d.
is the area surrounding the home that is posted with no trespassing signs.

4.
An administrative inspection warrant

a.
may be issued only if there is probable cause to believe that a violation of a law has occurred or is occurring on the property to be inspected.

b.
may be issued if there are grounds to believe that the property described in the affidavit is to be inspected as part of a legally authorized program of inspection that naturally includes that property.

c.
may be issued if there is probable cause to believe that there is a condition, object, activity, or circumstance legally justifying an inspection of the property described in the affidavit.

both b. and c.

5.
An EHS may obtain valid consent to inspect a rental property
a.
from either the landlord or the tenant
b.
only if both the landlord and the tenant agree.
c.
from the landlord, even if the tenant does not consent.
d.
from the tenant, even if the landlord does not consent.
