Resolution Approving Conveyance of Property to 
A Nonprofit Organization 
Pursuant to G.S. 160A-279
whereas, the City/County of ABC owns {describe property to be conveyed; if real property, include address of property}; and
whereas, North Carolina General Statute § 160A-279 authorizes a city or county to convey real or personal property by private sale to a nonprofit corporation if the city or county is authorized by law to appropriate money to the corporation; and
whereas, {Include reference to statute that authorizes the city/county to expend funds for the specific undertaking for which the property is to be conveyed to the nonprofit; for example: “North Carolina General Statute § 160A-497 authorizes a city to undertake programs for the assistance and care of its senior citizens and to contract and appropriate funds to private organizations in order to carry out such programs”}; and 
whereas, the City/County of ABC has {indicate nonprofit recipient and include specific description of intended continued public use of the property to be conveyed; for example: “negotiated with the Eastside Community Preservation Association [hereafter, Association] to convey the 2-acre tract described above to Association, in order that Association may improve the building and then operate a senior citizens’ center in the building”}; and
whereas, {include a statement about how the continued public use of the property will benefit all or a group of citizens; for example: “the operation of a senior citizens’ center on Division Street will assist the city in meeting the needs of its senior citizens”};
therefore, the abc city council / county board of commissioners  resolves that:
1. The mayor/board chairman of ABC is authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey fee simple defeasible title to {describe property to be conveyed; for example: “a 2-acre tract of land located at 2345 S.E. Division Street between 23rd and 24th streets, more particularly described as follows:

[Description]*”}
2. The consideration for the conveyance is the following set of conditions, covenants, and restrictions, which shall be incorporated in the deed given by the city/county to Association:
{Include specific conditions, restrictions, and covenants that assure the property will be put to public use by the nonprofit recipient and title will revert to the city/county if the property is not put to continued public use for an appropriate period of time after conveyance; for example: 
a.
Association will renovate, rehabilitate, and improve the building located on the property, in accordance with general plans submitted to the city by Association and incorporated as a part of this resolution. Association will expend at least $25,000 in this renovation, rehabilitation, and improvement project, and will complete this work by July 1, 200x.

b.
Once the renovation, rehabilitation, and improvement project is complete, Association will operate a senior citizens’ center in the building, offering programs for the benefit of senior citizens of the city. 

c.
Association shall submit an annual report to the city summarizing the senior citizen programs that it offers at the center.

d. The deed given by the city to the 2-acre tract of land shall convey a title in fee simple determinable. The fee simple interest of Association in the property shall terminate if at any time during the next 25 years Association shall cease to use the property to operate a senior citizens’ center.”}
3. The city/county clerk shall publish a notice summarizing the contents of this resolution, and the property may be sold at any time after 10 days after publication of the notice.

For real property, if a surveyed description exists, it should be used, but other forms of description such as tax parcel number will adequately identify the property. For personal property, one option is to use the description listed on the finance department’s asset inventory.
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
