whereas, the City/County of ABC owns {describe personal property to be conveyed}; and
whereas, North Carolina General Statute § 160A-280 authorizes a city or county to convey personal property for nonmonetary consideration to a nonprofit corporation if the governing board deems the property to be surplus, obsolete, or unused; and
whereas, the City/County of ABC has determined that the personal property described above is surplus, obsolete, or unused; and
whereas, the City/County of ABC finds that the public will benefit from the conveyance of the property described above by {include a statement about how the use of the property by the nonprofit will benefit all or a group of citizens}.
therefore, the abc city council / county board of commissioners  resolves that:
1. The mayor/board chairman/manager of ABC is authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey title to {describe personal property to be conveyed} to {state the name of the nonprofit recipient}.
2. The consideration for the conveyance is {restate the public benefit described in the 4th Whereas clause above}.
